	· Greeting the students and  warming up by asking the Ss some questions from the previous lesson to answer orally.

·  Asking students to go through the text on P. 11 quickly after explaining that the text is as a summary of the third advertisement and asking them to  underline the new vocabulary if needed and try to check their meanings from the vocabulary list they have.

· Reading the text aloud. Using the reading marks sheet for reading assessment.

·  Asking Ss to work in groups and answer the questions in Ex. 2.  

· Checking answers orally. 
· Greeting the students and  warming up by asking the Ss some questions from the previous lesson to answer orally.
· T explains the reported questions by giving examples from the text on p 21. 
· T asks Ss to work in pairs and do ex. 3 and 4 .

· T checks their answers by writing the correct answers on the board.

· Greeting the students and  warming up.
· Asking Ss to open their WB p 18 and to work in pairs to do the exercises. T does the first point of each one and the Ss complete it within a time limit.

· Checking the answers.

· Giving them a homework.

· Greeting the students and  warming up.

· Asking Ss to read the dictionary work box and to define the word festival according to the email.

· Ss work in pairs and choose the correct definition of each word in ex. 1.

· Checking their answers.

· T reads the spelling box with the sound /u:/ showing that the sound is written with different letters. 
· Ss do the ex. in pairs. 

· T checks the answers.

· Greeting the students and  warming up. 

· Writing the headings of the words. Asking the students to read and sort the words under the correct headings. Encouraging them to add two or more words to groups. 

· Explaining that prefixes can change the meaning. Reminding them that negative prefixes can make one word the opposite of another.

· Asking them to explain the meaning of words in the list given. 

· Encouraging students to do the activities in WB. p 19 in pairs . Checking their answers if they need.
